Recommendation

RSG recommends that the City activate the City Housing Authority and elect it as the successor
housing agency. This option allows the City to maintain control of ECRA’s housing assets worth
over $12.5 million and the disposition of its housing properties. Revenue received by the City
Housing Authority’s fund will bear the liability for financing administrative costs and any housing
obligations. The City's General Fund would be protected against any unfunded mandates
associated with ECRA’s housing obligations and responsibilities. There is also the chance that
SB 654 will be passed by the legislature and the City Housing Authority would receive the funds
on deposit in the LMIHF. Furthermore, the City would be better equipped to oversee the
expenditure or defeasance of bonds that they are ultimately responisible for under any of the
scenarios discussed. The City will need to recognize that future housing activities will be
focused on very low and low income households and will be conducted under both the CRL and
Housing Authority Law.

PURPOSE

To act in an advisory capacity, under the direction of the Mission Trails Regional Park Task
Force, for the purpose of recommending the implementation of plans for the acquisition,
development, operation and maintenance of the Mission Trails Regional Park.

FUNCTION

1.

To provide the means for arriving at consensus recommendations from representatives of
the nine affected major community planning areas and location jurisdictions:

« City of San Diego

»  Navajo (City of San Diego) Community

+ Tierrasanta (City of San Diego) Community
+  County of San Diego

+ City of La Mesa

»  City of El Cajon

«  City of Santee

«  San Diego State University

«  Marine Corps Air Station Miramar

2. Torecommend a policy for the orderly implementation of acquisition, development,
operation and maintenance plans.

3. To provide a forum for public input and coordinate and synthesize such input for Task
Force presentation and action.

4. To advise the Task Force on any related matter as directed.

5. To act as liaison between the Task Force and the pertinent major entities, as directed.

6. To act as administrator of funds donated to the Mission Trails Regional Park Endowment
Fund within the San Diego Community Foundation, including the control of expenditures
from these funds, subject to confirmation of the Task Force.

ORGANIZATION:

Membership



A. The Citizens’ Advisory Committee shall consist of representatives of:
» City of San Diego (At Large) — 3
*  Navajo Community Planners, Inc. — 1
*  Tierrasanta Community Council — 1
¢ County of San Diego, Parks and Recreation Committee — 1
« San Carlos Area Council — 1
« City of San Diego, Park and Recreation Board — 1
«  City of LaMesa—1
e City of El Cajon -1
« City of Santee — 1
« San Diego State University — |
«  Marine Corps Air Station Miramar - 1

B. At Large members shall be appointed by the Task Force.

C. Other members and alternates shall be nominated by the agency or organization
they represent. The Task Force will make the final decision.

D. Any former Task Force member who requests appointment to the CAC and is
appointed by the Task Force may serve as a CAC member and shall be classified
as a Special Member.

E. Each member shall be appointed to a maximum two-year term, which shall expire
on January 1. There shall be no limit to the number of terms served. Re-
appointments shall be made in the same manner as original appointments.

The following appointments shall expire in even numbered years:
= City of San Diego at-large (1 of 3),
= City of San Diego Parks and Recreation Committee,
= County of San Diego Parks and Recreation Committee,
= City of El Cajon,
= Navajo Community Planners, Inc.
= MCAS Miramar

The following appointments shall expire in odd numbered years:
s City of San Diego at-large (2 of 3),
= San Diego State University,
= Tierrasanta Community Council,
= San Carlos Area Council,
= City of La Mesa,
= (City of Santee.

F. If a member has three successive unexcused absences, the Citizens’ Advisory
Committee Chairperson shall notify the Task Force Chairperson that a vacancy
exists by virtue of such absences, and shall notify the member of the subsequent



action taken by the Task Force. A replacement member shall be nominated by the
affected agency or organization.

G. Members shall continue to serve until they have been re-appointed or their
successor has been appointed by the Task Force, or until the Task Force Chair has
been notified that he/she no longer represents the affected agency or organization.

2. Each of the above-mentioned representatives shall have an equal vote in all proceedings.

3. The Task Force shall appoint the Chairperson and Vice-chairperson (to act in the

Chairperson’s absence) from among the Citizens' Advisory Committee’s members, who
will be responsible for conducting meetings, reporting to the Task Force, and any other
functions to be determined by the Task Force and/or the Citizens” Advisory Committee.

4. A quorum for conducting business shall consist of a simple majority of the properly filled
membership positions, but shall in no case by less than five.

CITIES WONDER WHAT'S NEXT AFTER SUPREME COURT DISSOLVES
REDEVELOPMENT AGENCIES
League Continues Efforts to Protect Membership’s Interests, Seeks Legislative Fix

On Dec. 29, 2011 the California Supreme Court ruled on California Redevelopment Association
(CRA) v. Ana Matosantos (http://www.courtinfo.ca.gov/opinions/documents/S194861.PDF) by
upholding AB x1 26, the redevelopment elimination bill, and striking down AB x1 27, the bill which
would have allowed redevelopment agencies to remain in operation as long as they made
payments to the state. As it currently stands, redevelopment agencies will be dissolved on Feb. 1.

Proposition 22 and the Supreme Court Ruling

Proposition 22 ultimately, and as intended, protected redevelopment funds from the planned $1.7
billion state raid to patch the FY 2011-12 budget through AB x1 27. However, the court upheld AB
x1 26 concluding that the state, having the power to create the agencies, could ultimately dissolve
them altogether since Prop. 22 did not specifically preclude this option.

CRA, the League and other plaintiffs argued that because AB x1 26 and AB x1 27 were sold as a
“two-bill package,” legislators clearly did not intend their votes to dissolve redevelopment
agencies but rather garner funds for the budget. However, the court disagreed and concluded
that AB x1 26 could operate legally without connection to AB x 1 27,

League Working to Seek Legislative Response

Yesterday the League board met and authorized staff to work with legislators, the Governor, CRA
and other stakeholders on a proposal to extend the Feb. 1 deadline for the elimination of
agencies so all parties can work on legislation to address state and local goais for job creation,
infrastructure development, affordable housing, brownfield remediation, blight removal, military
base reuse, and many of the purposes of redevelopment agencies.

Next Few Weeks Critical

While this is an extremely difficult loss, the League board acted unanimously to protect our
members’ interests and defended Prop. 22 when the Legislature failed to pass the proposed CRA
alternative that was supported by the League
(hitp./www.cacities.org/index.jsp?zone=locc&previewStory=28439).

The next few weeks present the League with another opportunity to create an alternative fix
which could ultimately retain the best elements of redevelopment. Given indications from
legislators that dissolution of redevelopment agencies was never intended, the League believes
there is a basis for support of a legislative fix.

“TECHNICAL GLITCH” FORCES EARLY RELEASE OF GOV. JERRY BROWN’S
FY 2012-13 STATE BUDGET PROPOSAL

Just one day after sending a press release (hitp://www.gov.ca.gov/inews.php?id=17371)
announcing that he would release the details of his FY 2012-13 state budget on Jan. 10, a
“technical glitch” in which Gov. Jerry Brown’s plan was apparently accidentally uploaded to the
state’s public budget website forced the Governor fo release his proposal
(hitp://iwww.ebudget.ca.gov/pdf/BudgetSummary/FullBudgetSummary.pdf) today. While there are
many aspects of this budget which affect programs important to cities, there are no proposals to
sweep revenue from local government.

Cuts, Ballot Proposals and More “Trigger Cuts”

Calling his budget “honest” but full of “very painful” cuts, the Governor presented the Department
of Finance’s (DOF) estimate that the total state debt for FY 2012-13 will be $9.2 billion. DOF also
projects future deficits of $4.7 billion in FY 2013-14, $2.9 billion in FY 2014-15 and $1.9 billion in

FY 2015-16.

Gov. Brown's budget proposal includes a total of $10.3 billion in cuts and revenues to balance the
budget and create a $1.1 billion reserve. The proposal assumes that voters will pass his ballot
measure to raise taxes by $7 billion. Should the voters reject the tax measure in November, an
additional $5.4 billion in trigger cuts would occur mainly to K-12 schools, higher education, courts,
fire protection and a variety of parks services.

The Governor's ballot measure proposes an income tax increase of up to 2 percent on high-
income earners and millionaires for five years and a temporary one-half cent sales tax increase.
The ballot measure also provides some constitutional protection for the funds dedicated in 2011
to counties and local law enforcement to fund the realignment of various state responsibilities to
the local level.

During today’s press conference the Governor touted his ballot measure as part of the solution to
reducing the state’s “wall of debt,” and announced that the California State Association of
Counties (CSAC) voted today to suspend action on their proposed ballot initiative that was aimed
at protecting state funding for realignment.

Redevelopment

The Governor's FY 2012-13 budget proposal includes a summary of past actions on
redevelopment in FY 2011-12, including the recent Supreme Court decision, but no new
proposals. When asked by the press about the possibility of negotiating with cities on some
redevelopment restoration, among other comments, the Governor said that he would be open to
hearing ideas.

Restructuring and Reorganizing State Government

The Governor is proposing a comprehensive package of reorganizations and eliminations of two
state agencies, 39 state entities and nine programs.

Of particular interest to cities are:
Environmental

« Transfers the Department of Resources, Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) back to
the California Environmental Protection Agency;

e Eliminates the Department of Boating and Waterways and transferring the functions into
the Department of Parks and Recreation;

s Reduces the number of Regional Water Boards from nine to eight as well as reducing the
number of members on the boards from nine to seven,

» Consolidates the Colorado River Board within the Natural Resources Agency;

e Eliminates the Salton Sea Restoration Council; and

s Eliminates the State Geology and Mining Board and transfer its responsibilities to various
existing offices.

Transportation
¢« Consolidates CalTrans, department of Motor Vehicles (DMV), the High Speed Rail
Authority, the Highway Patrol, the California Transportation Commission and the Board of
Pilot Commissioners into a newly created Transportation Agency; and



¢ Eliminates the Office of Traffic Safety, which distributes federal grants to state, county,
city and other entities, and would transfer duties to the DMV. The functions of the
department of Boating and Waterways would be transferred to the department of Parks
and Recreation.

Consumer Services
s A new agency will include the departments of Consumer Affairs, Housing and Community
Development, Fair Employment and Housing, Alcoholic Beverage Control, and the new
restructured Department of Business Oversight.
e Transfers the functions of the California Housing Finance Agency to the Department of
Housing and Community Development.

Business and Economic Development Programs
e Transfers the Infrastructure Bank, the Film and Tourism Commissions, the Small
Business Centers, and the Small Business Guarantee L.ocan Program to the Governor's
Office of Business and Economic Development.

Public Safety

o Moves office of California Emergency Management Agency (CalEMA) and California
Technology Agencies under the newly created Government Operations Agency,

e Moves California Highway Patrol under the newly created Transportation Agency;

e Consolidates Gambling Control Commissions and related duties into the Department of
Justice;

s Consolidates various behavioral health programs, including Parolee Service Network,
formerly under the Department Mental Health and Department of Alcohol and Drug
Programs, to the Department of Health Care Services;

e Moves the DMV to the state Transportation Agency;

e Eliminates the State 9-1-1 Advisory Board, responsible for advising policy and
procedures of the 9-1-1 Emergency Communications Office, within the California
Technology Agency; and

e Eliminates the Governor's Emergency Operations Executive Council, which coordinates
state agencies and departments with a nexus to emergency response and recovery. This
body will still meet upon call of the Governor as needed.

Employer and Employee Agencies

e Transfers the Fair Employment and Housing Agency under a newly created Business and
Consumer Services Agency;

+ Transfers the Public Employees’ Retirement System under a newly created Government
Operation Agency;

+ Eliminates the Unemployment Insurance Appeals Board and consolidates its functions with
the Employment Development Department;

+ Eliminates the Fair Employment and Housing Commission and transfers its functions to the
Department of Fair Employment and Housing;

¢ Eliminates the Occupational Safety and Health Standards Board and transfers its functions to
the Department of Industrial Relations; and

» Eliminates the Division of Labor Statistics and Research and transfers its functions to the
Division of Occupational Safety and Health.

Changes Affecting Policy Issue Areas
Environment

The proposed trigger cuts, to be implemented if the Governor’s bailot measure is not approved,
could potentially affect the following areas:

s State Parks and Recreation. If trigger cuts are engaged there would be a reduction of
all seasonal lifeguards and elimination of 20 percent of park rangers.

« Department of Water Resources. If trigger cuts are engaged there would be a reduction
of flood control programs of 20 percent, including floodplain mapping and risk awareness
programs.



s Marine Life Protection Act and Marine Life Management Act, and the monitoring
and management of fish and wildlife species. The core functions by the Department of
Fish and Game would be retained, including permitting and data collection and
monitoring activities of sensitive endangered species.

California Air Resources Board Cap and Trade program funds. The Governor's budget
includes a framework to invest proceeds from Cap and Trade fees to reduce greenhouse gases
consistent with AB 32.

Several local government programs are eligible for the funding including:

¢ Funding to reduce emissions through energy efficiency, clean and renewable distributed
energy generation, including local public buildings;’

« Funding to reduce emissions through the development of state-of-the-art systems to
move goods and freight, deploy advanced technology vehicles and vehicle infrastructure,
advanced biofuels and low-carbon and efficient public transportation;

e Funding to reduce emissions associated with water use and supply, land and natural
resource conservation and management, and sustainable agriculture; and

e Funding to reduce emissions through strategic planning and development of major
infrastructure including transportation and housing.

State Water Resources Control Board. The Governor's budget proposes an increase of $11
million o the State Water Pollution Control Revolving Fund Small Community Grant Fund for
grants to small and severely disadvantaged communities to address critical wastewater system
needs,

Transportation

Weight Fees. The Governor's budget continues the use of weight fees to offset state
transportation-related debt service costs, providing General Fund relief totaling $349.5 million.

Gas Tax Rate Adjustment. Under the 2010 Gas Tax Swap, the gasoline excise tax (HUTA) is
adjusted each year to keep the Gas Tax Swap revenue neutral. In FY 2011-12 the rate is set at
35.7 cents per gallon. The FY 2012-13 budget assumes a rate of 35 cents, but the actual 2012-13
rate will be set by the Board of Equalization prior to March 1.

Public Safety

COPS/Booking Fees. The Governor's FY 2012-13 budget proposal maintains state subvention
grants for law enforcement, including COPS funding, booking fee subventions, and county
sheriffs programs. However, there are no additional allocations for frontline law enforcement to
mitigate impacts of public safety realignment.

Realignment

While the 2011 Public Safety Realignment is moving forward as planned in the FY 2011-12
budget, several maodifications have been made including:

¢ A major change between counties and the Division of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) beginning on
Jan. 1, 2013. DJJ will no longer accept new juvenile inmates. Instead, counties will
assume juvenile inmate supervision duties and will receive $10 million in planning grants
for FY 2012-13. The 2011 trigger cuts imposed on county juvenile inmate contracts with
DJJ, which dramatically increased the cost for counties, will be suspended and likely
eliminated to provide additional resources for the new population to remain under county
supervision.

* Additional grants for the Community Corrections Partnerships to continue implementation
of realignment of community corrections plan in their respective counties.

+« Development of new allocation formulas for realignment funding based on caseloads and
population trends. The corresponding account and subaccount structure for corrections,
law enforcement, and health and human services programs will include: 1) set base



funding levels; 2) growth funding formulas; 3) Transferability between certain
subaccounts; and 4) reserve account provisions.

e Inclusion of existing mental health and screening programs under existing county
realignment funding accounts.

Additionally, the Board of State and Community Corrections {BSCC) will replace certain functions
of the Corrections Standard Authority and the California Emergency Management Agency. BSCC
will provide coordination and technical assistance for state and local partners in the criminal
justice system. BSCC comprises various state and local representatives with similar composition
as the local Community Corrections Partnerships.

Corrections

e Grants. Additional grants for SB 678 programs to counties, awarded to agencies that
maintain custody over felony probationers rather than returning them to prison.

e Custody Options. Increased alternative custody options for low-risk female offenders
with prior serious or violent offenses, such as GPS monitoring. Savings through reduced
housing costs will be transferred to fund treatment programs for this population.

o Facilities. Continued conversion and repurposing of existing facilities from female to
male inmate facilities, and ongoing study in need for youth to adult facility conversion.

Fire Response and Safety

e Implementation of State Responsibility Fee. After several attempts in 2011, the Board
of Forestry and Fire Protection is continuing efforts to establish a new fee not to exceed
$150 per structure for property owners in areas where the state maintains responsibility
for fire response {o supplement the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection
(CalFire) budget, as authorized in FY 2011-12.

e CalFire Reductions. If trigger cuts are engaged, there would be a 10 percent reduction
to CalFire state response capabilities that will include reductions to the air response
program and fire station ciosures.

Other Public Safety items

¢ California Bureau of Special Investigations. Partial restoration of the Department of
Justice Division of Law Enforcement programs, through the creation of the California
Bureau of Special Investigations. However, this is subject to significant cuts again if the
Governor's ballot measure does not pass.

Economic Development

e Enterprise Zone Reform. The Governor has proposed introducing legisiation to reform
the enterprise zone program.

¢ Expenditure for Office of Business and Economic Development. The budget
proposes $4.1 million in General Fund money to further the work of the Governor’s Office
of Business and Economic Development.

¢ Single Sales Factor. The Governor will propose legislation to move {o a mandatory
single sales factor for apportioning multistate business income.

State Mandate Repeal

The Governor's proposal seeks to:

¢ Repeal dozens of state mandates that have been suspended over the past two or more
years. It is not clear at this time which mandates are included in the proposal. However,
there are several mandates that have been suspended over the past two or more years
that directly impact cities.

» Suspend various state mandates unrelated to law enforcement or property taxes.

+ Defer the FY 2012-13 payment for mandate costs incurred prior to 2004-05.

+ Implementation of mandated sex offender treatment program participation under
Chelsea’s law will be delayed for two years.



e The administration will also request new mandate reimbursement test claims related to
the sexually violent predator reimbursable state mandates, under Jessica's Law. (The full
list of repealed mandates will be made available shortly by DOF).

Pensions
In October 2011 the Governor released a 12-point pension reform plan, which proposes changes
that impact both state and local pensions. According to DOF, this proposal will cut taxpayer’s

costs in half for providing pensions to state workers.

Employee Relations

Unemployment Insurance (Ul) Program

o Implements a surcharge on employers to fund Ul interest payments for a loan received
from the Federal Unemployment Account to pay Ul benefits. This surcharge will fund
future interest payments for funds borrowed from the federal government to pay for Ui
benefits. It is unclear whether this will apply to both public and private employers.

¢ Increases the minimum monetary eligibility requirements to qualify for Ul benefits. This
proposal attempts to account for the increases in employee wages that have occurred
since the requirements were last adjusted in 1992.

Workforce Investment Act (WIA) Funding

e Decreases the Governor's discretionary WIA funding, which reflects a 10 percent
reduction in federal discretionary funding.

Labor and Workforce Development Funding

¢ Increases the Labor and Workforce Development Fund by $2.3 million to expand
education and outreach efforts.

Labor groups, public safety advocates, business groups, local government, housing advocates
and community groups today urged the Legislature to quickly pass and Gov. Jerry Brown to sign
SB 659 (Padilla). The bill postpones the Feb. 1, 2012 deadline to begin dissolution of
redevelopment agencies. The postponement until April 15, 2012 will give a needed pause to
address and fix many of the implementation issues that have come up as the result of AB x 1 26,
the bill governing elimination of redevelopment agencies.

SUPPORT LETTERS NEEDED IMMEDIATELY FOR SB 184 TO
PROTECT INCLUSIONARY HOUSING PROGRAMS
AND HELP CREATE AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Last year, Sen. Mark Leno (D-San Francisco) introduced SB 184 to allow cities to adopt
inclusionary housing ordinances after an appellate court decision in Palmer/Sixth Street
Properties L.P. v. City of Los Angeles effectively eliminated cities’ traditional authority under a
broad interpretation of the Costa-Hawkins Act. Unless the Legislature acts on SB 184 by Jan. 31,
now a two-year bill, it will die. SB 184 is currently awaiting action on the Senate floor.

“We need a short delay on the dissolution of redevelopment agencies to address serious issues
resulting from the recent state court’s ruling. Failing to address these issues may cost many jobs
and create mass litigation over redevelopment projects currently underway,” said Sen. Alex
Padilla (D-Pacoima). “Successor agencies and the state may face huge liabilities and jeopardize
school funding. | have introduced SB 659 to provide state leaders time to craft the necessary
solutions.”

Without passage of SB 659, agencies will be dissolved on Feb. 1, 2012, and the successor
agencies will be responsible for winding down all assets, properties, contracts, leases, records,
buildings, and equipment of the former redevelopment agencies. The process of breaking up
redevelopment agencies and distributing their assets will lead to lawsuits, layoffs, delays, and
confusion. Passage of SB 659 would postpone the mass confusion and provide needed
breathing room. It would not have any fiscal impact on timing of revenues flowing to the State or
local entities such as school districts.

“Hundreds of workers at the local level are being threatened with layoffs,” said Steve Koffroth,
AFSCME Council 36 — business representative for CRA/LA members. “Particularly in this
economy, when 1 in 10 workers are unemployed, we need time to make sure the dissolution’
process is done correctly and everything possible is done to protect workers impacted by this
decision. SB 659 gives us the breathing room we desperately need.”

“Uncertainly is the enemy of investment,” said Richard Lyon, senior vice president, California
Building Industry Association. “We need to take a breather and not rush to this Feb. 1 deadline. A
few weeks will give time needed to address concerns with dissolution.”

With the dissolution of redevelopment agencies, the state’'s most reliable source of affordable
housing will cease fo exist. If SB 184 isn’t passed, the number of California’s affordable housing
units will be even more drastically reduced.

The League supports SB 184 because it removes any conflict between the Costa-Hawkins Act,
which was never intended to preclude inclusionary housing ordinances, and restores local
authority to require affordable housing.

City officials are urged to immediately send support letters on SB 184. A sample support letter
can be accessed on the League’s website at www.cacities.org/billsearch by typing “SB 184" into
the search box.

Corrections Announces Meeting First Inmate Reduction Target

The California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) announced last Friday that it
met the first of several prisoner reduction targets, as mandated by the U.S. Supreme Court ruling.
Last May, the U.S. Supreme Court ruled that California must comply with a federal three-judge
panel order to cut the state’s prison population to 137.5 percent of design capacity in two years in
the 33 state facilities. In other terms, California’s prison population must drop by 33,000 by June
27, 2013.

The initial drop in state facility population follows the enactment of the 2011 Public Safety
Realignment, which provides that counties maintain supervision over low-risk, non-violent, non-
serious felony offenders rather than serve time in state prison.

The next court-ordered target is June 27, 2012 when CDCR’s population must be 124,000
inmates or 155 percent of capacity. CDCR has posted a chart which illustrates this reduction on
its website at hitp://www.cdcr.ca.gov/News/Images/ichart-
weeklypop.gif?page=TeamChartDetail&sp=803zVyi0=&service=external. CDCR continues to
express confidence they will meet these targets through the combination of realignment
strategies and existing statewide prison policies.

Loca! public safety services could be severely impacted if the population reduction targets are not
met, including additional offenders being shifted to local supervision before programming and
facility space is available. A worst-case scenario of wide-spread early prisoner release remains
an unlikely outcome given the progress made by CDCR to date.

RECOMMENDATION: That the City Council:

¢ Open the Public Hearing and receive testimony;
e Close the Public Hearing; and
e Direct staff regarding any desired changes to the draft charter.

BACKGROUND:

The California Constitution gives cities the power to become a Charter City and to have
“supreme authority over municipal affairs.” A city charter specifies where the powers of the
city will be separate from those described in the Government Code for general law cities.

Becoming a charter city must be put to a vote of the people. The City Council has the
opportunity to place a proposed charter on the ballot of the June 5, 2012, statewide primary
election, where the voters could then consider changing the City of E1 Cajon from a general
law city to a charter city.

Placing a proposed charter on the June 5 election necessitates that the City Council act on the
following schedule. Missing any of the following dates will eliminate the possibility of making
the June 5, 2012, ballot:

January 24, 2012 City Council conducts second public hearing.
February 28, 2012 City Council approves final version of charter and adopts
resolutions to call for a special election on June 5, 2012.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Placing the proposed charter on the June 5, 2012, statewide primary election is estimated to
cost between $50,000 and $75,000. Future savings will be realized through exempting
contracts funded by the General Fund from the requirement that contractors pay prevailing
wages. :

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CHARTER
OF THE

CITY OF EL CAJON

Article I
Municipal Affairs

Section 100. Name of City; Perpetual Succession

The city of El Cajon shall continue to be a municipal corporation known as the city
of El Cajon. The boundaries of the city of El Cajon shall continue as now
established until changed in the manner authorized by law.

Section 101. Rights and Liabilities of ’Cities; Prior Contracts, Liabilities,
Etc., Continued in Effect

The city of El Cajon shall remain vested with and shall continue to own, have,
possess, control and enjoy all property rights and rights of action of every nature
and description owned, had, possessed, controlled or enjoyed by it at the time this
Charter takes effect, and is hereby declared to be the successor of same. It shall be
subject to all debts, obligations and liabilities, which exist against the City at the
time this Charter takes effect. All lawful ordinances, resolutions, rules and
regulations, or portions thereof, in force at the time this Charter takes effect and
not in conflict with or inconsistent herewith, are hereby continued in force until the
same have been duly repealed, amended, changed or superseded by proper
authority. '

Section 102. Municipal Affairs

Each of the responsibilities of governance set forth and described in this Charter,
and as established by the Constitutional, statutory and judicially defined law of the
State of California, is hereby declared to be a municipal affair of concern, the
performance of which is unique to the benefit of the citizens of the city of El Cajon.

Section 102. General Powers; Seal

The city of El Cajon, by and through its legislative body and other officials, shall
have and exercise all powers necessary or appropriate to a municipal corporation
and the general welfare of its inhabitants, which are not prohibited by the
Constitution of the State of California, and which it would be competent for this
Charter to set forth particularly or specifically, as fully and completely as though
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they were specifically enumerated in this Charter. The enumeration in this Charter
of any particular power, duty or procedure shall not be held to be exclusive of, or
any limitation or restriction upon, this general grant of power. General powers of
the city include, but are not limited to, the powers necessary or appropriate to
promote the health, welfare and safety of its inhabitants. The city shall have and
use a common seal and the official seal hereinbefore adopted and now in use by said
city shall continue to be the official seal of the city.

Article 2
Form of Government

Section 200. Form of Government

The municipal government established by this Charter shall be known as the
“Council-Manager” form of government. The City Council will establish the policy
of the City and the City Manager will carry out that policy.

Section 201. Legislative Body; Composition

The legislative body of the City shall consist of a Mayor, who shall be elected
directly, and four persons elected at large. This legislative body shall be known as
the City Council, and each of its members shall be known as “Council Members.”

The Mayor and the Council Members shall be elected by the qualified voters of the
City at a general municipal election to be held on the first Tuesday after the first
Monday of November of every even-numbered year. Their terms shall be staggered
in the manner as existing at the time of the adoption of this Charter. They shall
hold office for the period of four years from and after the date of certification of
election results by the City Council, and until their successors are elected, and

qualified.

The members of the City Council shall not be eligible to any other office or
employment with the City during the period of their incumbency, and for a period of
one year following the termination of their position on the City Council.

Section 202. Time and Place of Meetings; Rules of Conduct of Proceedings

The City Council shall provide by ordinance for the time and place of holding its
meetings. Special and emergency meetings shall be called in accordance with the
provisions of general law. There shall be at least one regular meeting in each
calendar month. Any regular meeting may be adjourned to a date and hour certain,
and such adjourned meeting shall be a regular meeting for all purposes.

Meeting locations and rules for notice of, and conduct of, meetings of the City
Council and all subordinate legislative bodies in the City shall be conducted in
accordance with state laws and such rules for procedure as established by ordinance
of the City Council.
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Section 203. Administrative Officers; Appointment and Removal; Grounds

The following administrative officers are hereby established, each of whom shall be
appointed by the City Council: a City Manager and a City Attorney.

Except as may be otherwise provided in this Charter the affirmative three (3)
members of the City Council shall be required for the appointment of or the removal
of any administrative officer for cause. “For cause” includes, but is not limited to,
refusal to perform the duties of his or her office; being adjudged mentally
incompetent; or being convicted of a felony, or crime of moral turpitude. The
administrative officer is entitled to a hearing before the City Council on the validity
of the grounds providing the basis for removal for cause.

The City Council may remove any of its administrative officers at its pleasure,
without cause stated or hearing had, by the affirmative vote of four members in
favor of such removal, and the determination of the council in such matters shall be
final and conclusive.

Section 204. Administrative Officers; Qualifications and Duties

The City Manager shall be the administrative head of the City government. The
duties of the City Manager shall be as prescribed by this Charter or by ordinance of
the City Council

The City Attorney shall be the chief legal advisor to the City and the City Council.
The City Attorney shall be an attorney-at-law, admitted to practice as such before
the supreme court of the state, and who has been in actual practice therein for at
least three years next preceding appointment. All other things being equal, an
attorney who has had special training or experience in municipal corporation law
shall be appointed to the office if practicable. The City Attorney shall, within his or
her discretion, prosecute all violations of city ordinances and shall draft or approve
all contracts and other legal documents and instruments.

Section 205. Interference With Performance of Duties of City Manager

No member of the City Council shall in any manner attempt to influence or coerce
the City Manager in the making of any appointment or the purchase of supplies in
accordance with the Charter, City ordinance, or applicable state and federal law.

Except for such direction that it provides to the City Attorney, the City Council
shall deal with the administrative functions of the City through the City Manager.
The City Council shall only have direct contact with the directors of the City’s
departments for the purpose of asking questions.

No Council Member, and no officer, board or member of any board or commission,
shall recommend the appointment of, appoint, vote for or elect, to any office,
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position of employment, in any department of the City government, any person
related by consanguinity or connected by marriage with such Council Member. A
breach of this section shall be cause for removal of any such Council Member,
officer, board or member of such board or commission.

Article 3
Legislative Authority

Section 300. Ordinances

The City Council shall act by ordinance, resolution, or motion. Except for urgency
ordinances, except for ordinances calling for or otherwise relating to an election, and
except for other ordinances identified in the general laws of the State that do not
require introduction prior to adoption, no ordinance shall be passed by the City
Council on the date of its introduction, nor within five (5) days thereafter, nor at
any time other than at a regular meeting. Nothing herein shall be construed as
prohibiting minor changes, amendments or modifications of a proposed ordinance
between the time of its introduction and final passage, providing its general scope
and original purpose are retained. The affirmative vote of three (3) members shall
be necessary to the passage of any ordinance. All ordinances and resolutions shall
be signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.

The enacting clause of all ordinances shall be, “The City Council of the City of El
Cajon does ordain as follows”. All ordinances, with the exception of the annual
appropriation ordinance, shall contain but one subject, which shall clearly be stated
in the title.

Fines and other penalties for the violation of City ordinances shall be in such
amounts as established by the City Council in the City’s Municipal Code, but no
civil fine or penalty shall exceed $2,500 for each day of the same violation provided,
however, that any civil fines or penalties established by any state or federal agency,
which can be imposed on the City for violations of statutes or regulations adopted
by that state or federal agency, may be imposed by the City against any person,
entity, or organization violating any City ordinance related to such state or federal
law or regulation, in like amount. The maximum amount of any civil fines or
penalties shall not be limited to those amounts established by State law for criminal
fines or penalties.

Article 4
Fiscal Matters

Section 400. Purchasing and Contracts

“Public Works Contract," as used in this section, means an agreement for the
erection, construction, alteration, repair, or improvement of any public structure,
building, road, or other public improvement of any kind, which is paid for in whole
with tax revenue paid by residents of the City of El Cajon.
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“Other Public Contract” as used in this section means any contract, purchase order,
or other agreement used to procure services and supplies of any kind, that are paid
for in whole with tax revenue paid by the residents of the City of El Cajon.

The City is exempt from the provisions of all California statutes regulating public
contracting and purchasing, except as provided by this Charter, City ordinance, or
by agreement approved by the City Council.

Public Works Contracts having a total value less than or equal to $50,000 shall be
exempt from public bidding and shall follow such procedures for open market sale or
purchase as set by the City Council.

The City Council shall establish all standards, procedures, rules or regulations to
regulate all,aspects of the bidding, award and performance of any Public Works
Contract greater than $50,000, including but not limited to, the compensation rates
to be paid for the performance of such work.

The City may, without exception, enter into Other Public Contracts. Other Public
Contracts shall follow such procedures as set by the City Council..

No City Public Works Contract or Other Public Contract shall require payment of
the prevailing wage schedule unless: the prevailing wage is legally required and
constitutionally permitted to be imposed by the requirements of federal grants,
state grants, redevelopment law, or other federal or state law; or the project is
considered by the City Council not to be a municipal affair of the City; or payment
- of the prevailing wage schedule is authorized by resolution of the City Council.
Payment of the prevailing wage schedule, if authorized hereunder, shall use the
pertinent rates published by the State of California.

Except as required by state or federal law as a contracting or procurement
obligation, or as a condition of the receipt of state or federal funds, the City shall not
require any person to become a party to a Project Labor Agreement as a condition of
bidding, awarding, or performing a City construction contract.

Section 401. Franchise Agreements

“Broughton Act” refers to the Public Utilities Code of the State of California,
Division, Division 3, Chapter 1, Section 6001 et seq., as it may be amended from
time to time.

“Franchise Act of 1937” refers to the Public Utilities Code of the State of California,
Division 3, Chapter 2, Section 6201 et seq., as it may be amended from time to time.

The City is exempt from the Broughton Act and the Franchise Act of 1937.
Franchise agreements shall follow such procedures as set by the City Council.
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Section 402. Miscellaneous Provisions Relating to Appropriations

Upon the request of the City Manager the City Council may, by resolution, transfer
any part of an unencumbered balance of any appropriation to another purpose or
object, or may, by resolution, authorize a transfer to be made between items
appropriated to the same office or department. At the close of each fiscal year, the
unexpended balance of each appropriation, against which no contracts or works or
supplies are outstanding, shall revert to the City’s general fund. Any money in the
general fund otherwise unappropriated may be appropriated by the City Council at
any time by resolution.

Article 5
Revenue Retention

Section 500. Reductions Prohibited

Revenues raised and collected by the City shall not be subject to subtraction,
retention, attachment, withdrawal or any other form of involuntary reduction by
any other level of government.

Section 501. Mandates Limited

No person whether elected or appointed, acting on behalf of the City, shall be
required to perform any function which is mandated by any other level of
government, unless and until funds sufficient for the performance of such function
are provided by said mandating authority.

Article 6
General Laws

Section 600. General Law Powers

The City shall have the power and authority: to adopt and enforce all legislation,
laws, and regulations; and to take all actions necessary to exercise any and all
rights, powers, and privileges heretofore or hereafter established, granted, or
prescribed by any law of the State of California, or by any other lawful authority.
In the event of any conflict between the provisions of this Charter and the
provisions of the general laws of the State of California, the provisions of this
Charter shall control.

Section 601. Council Member Compensation

Notwithstanding the previous paragraph, the salaries of the Mayor and Council
Members will continue to be set by California Government Code §36516, as that
statute provides as of the date of the adoption of this Charter, where the formula
considers city population and state law. The salaries of the Mayor and Council
Members at the time of the adoption of this Charter shall remain in place until
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changed in accordance with this section, and any changes shall take into
consideration the length of time since the last increase in salaries, including while
the City was a general law city.

Article 7
Interpretation

Section 700. Construction and Interpretation

The language contained in this Charter is intended to be permissive rather than
exclusive or limiting and shall be liberally and broadly construed in favor of the
exercise by the City of its power to govern with respect to any matter which is a
municipal affair.

Section 701. Severability

If any provision of this Charter should be held by a court of competent jurisdiction
to be invalid, void or otherwise unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall
remain enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.

Article 8
Amendment

Section 800. Amendment to Charter, Revised or Repealed
This Charter, and any of its provisions, may be amended by a majority vote of the

electors voting on the question. Amendment or repeal may be proposed by initiative
or by the governing body.
